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	Vasculitis is inflammation of blood vessels.  It can damage blood vessels by thickening, scarring, and weakening the cell walls.  Signs/Symptoms: fever, headache, fatigue, weight loss, general aches and pains, night sweats, rash, loss of pulse in a limb, and nerve problems such as numbness or weakness.

	INFORMATION / INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Give medications as ordered.
2. Keep legs elevated when in chair (to help prevent swelling).
3. Encourage activity as able.
4. Encourage good fluid intake.
5. Change position frequently to prevent breakdown.
6. Keep skin clean and dry.
7. Keep all doctor appointments and have blood work done as ordered.
8. Specific instructions for this person:
