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	Tinea Pedis is more commonly known as Athlete’s foot.  It is a contagious fungal infection and can be spread through sharing towels. It can also be spread from feet, toes, and toenails to hands. Signs/Symptoms may include peeling, cracking, scaling of the skin, redness and itching. 

	INFORMATION / INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Wash feet at least once per day and dry thoroughly, especially between the toes.
2. Do not allow	to share towels.
3. Sanitize (with	) the shower floor and/or tub after each consumer’s use.
4. Provide individual with cotton socks.
5. If	is known to have sweaty feet, change socks frequently throughout the day.
6. Shoes should be allowed to air dry between wearing. Alternate shoes to allow adequate drying of shoes.
7. Apply topical treatments as per physician orders, eg: anti-fungal creams or powders.
