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	INFORMATION / INSTRUCTIONS
All staff at time of initial training must read and sign the back of this form.
1. Review MD’s order for irrigation.
2. Examine appearance of recent urine output.  Ensure collection bag is empty.
3. Wash hands and assemble all supplies:  gloves, alcohol pad, irrigation syringe, sterile water.
4. Explain irrigation procedure, maintain privacy and assist individual to lying position.
5. Prepare catheter irrigation syringe – remove	sterile water from container. [image: ]   Apply gloves, separate catheter from drainage bag.
[image: ]    Pinch catheter tubing closed.
[image: ]    Disinfect catheter tubing tip with alcohol wipe and apply cap.
[image: ]    Insert tip of syringe and gently instill the solution into the catheter. Reconnect tubing to the bag and allow to drain.
[image: ]    Remove gloves and wash hands.
[image: ]    Solution should easily flow through the catheter and into the bag.
6. Document irrigation in nursing notes. Document in nursing notes procedure and findings (e.g. color and clarity of urine output after procedure, any solids passed, appearance of area where tubing enters body if drainage/site irritation/bleeding other than slight/evidence of urine leaking around tubing.
7. Notify RN/MD of significant concerns:
[image: ]    Irrigation difficulties (tubing blockage) [image: ]   Little or no urine output.

8. Specific instructions for this individual:
