	INFORMATION / INSTRUCTIONS: 

A generalized tonic-clonic seizure is when the person shows the following symptoms:
· Loss of consciousness (fainting) – unresponsive to speech or touch.

· Muscle rigidity (tonic)-body stiffness which can be upper and/or lower body.

· Tremors (clonic)-twitching of arms, picking clothes, grunting.

· Loss of urine or stool control.

Non-convulsive seizure is when the person shows the following symptoms:  staring and does not respond to commands, flushed, drooling.

Description and length       of seizure activity:       
WHEN TO USE THE PRN VERSED FOR SEIZURES:

 {RN should insert individual's specific MD order}    :

· Obtain syringe that is prefilled with the prescribed Versed dose and attached atomizer.  Each syringe holds 2ml/10 mg.

· Place atomizer within the nostril.  Using the free hand to hold crown of their head, place the tip of the syringe (atomizer) snugly against the nostril – aiming slightly up and outward (toward the top of the ear).

· Push plunge of the syringe to administer ½ the dose = 1 ml/5mg.

· Remove the syringe and repeat in the other nostril – giving the remaining ½ dose – 1 ml/5 mg.
WHAT TO DO AFTER VERSED IS ADMINISTERED:

1. If seizure stops within five (5) minutes of giving the Versed, continue to observe for problems with breathing and alertness.

· Take BP, pulse, respirations every hour for the next 2 (two) hours.
· Document on the MAR.
· Call RN that Versed was given.
Call 911 if at any time individual:

· has difficulty or stops breathing or 

· if BP: top number is below 80.

2. If the generalized tonic/clonic seizure activity continues for greater than five (5) minutes after the initial versed doses:
· Administer (in one nostril) another 1 ml/5 mg dose of Versed, which is ½ of the syringe, then
· Call 911 and then notify RN/MD’s Office. 

DISPOSAL:

When a partial dose of Versed is administered, the remaining 1 ml/5 mg needs to be witnessed and wasted as per policy. (remember to document on the Control Substance Running Record – ALL DOSES)

REPEAT DOSING LATER IN THE DAY  {RN must insert specific MD directives if dose can be repeated later in the day} 
(MAXIMUM VERSED DOSE IN 24 HOURS IS  {insert max dose} )

TRANSPORTATION:

Transportation following the Versed:  should be via wheelchair.
