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	Seizures happen when clusters of nerve cells, or neurons in the brain send out the wrong signals.  There are different types of seizures. 

	INFORMATION / INSTRUCTIONS
All staff at time of initial training must read and sign the back of this form

1. No recent seizure activity. 
2. Give medications as prescribed.
3.   Care during and after  seizure:
a. Remove objects from the surrounding area.
b. Loosen tight clothing, collar, and belt. 
c. Do not restrain movements during a seizure unless the person places self in danger.
d. If the person is on the floor, place a soft padding under the head.
e. Do not attempt to place anything in the mouth.
f. Turn individual to the side, to allow for secretions to drain from the mouth and prevent aspiration.
g. Speak calmly and with reassurance during a seizure, as the individual may be able to hear.
h. Offer comfort, assistance and reorientation as needed.
i. After the seizure examine for possible injury, bathe and change clothing, if necessary. The person may be confused, fatigued, or lethargic, provide rest and adequate
j. Provide nourishment when alert.
k. Administer first aid as necessary.
l. Always preserve privacy and dignity!
m. Monitor for choking.
n. DO NOT leave alone during the seizure.

4. Document on Seizure Record the individual’s behavior before, during and after the seizure. If the seizure was not observed, or only partially observed, record any observation(s) seen or heard.  
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5. Additional instructions for this individual: none 

	If the seizure lasts for more than 5 minutes, if another seizure begins before regaining consciousness, an injury occurs (individual requires more than first aid), there is food, fluid or vomit in mouth, breathing difficulties or when in doubt call 911
