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	Definition:  A chronic disease that causes flaking of the skin.  It usually affects the scalp but can affect the skin on other parts of the body. A mild case of seborrhea is adolescents and adults is commonly dandruff.  (a fungus called Malassezia is suspected to causing Seborrhea.

	INFORMATION / INSTRUCTIONS
All staff at time of initial training must read and sign the back of this form.

1. Monitor signs and symptoms: Red, inflamed skin covered by greasy or dry scales, scales may be white, yellowish or gray, areas affected-scalp, eyebrows, forehead, face, folds around the nose and ears, the chest, armpits and groin, fine white scales on the scalp without inflammation is dandruff.
2. Avoid lotions that contain alcohol and dry the skin
3. Encourage to use shampoo and/or lotions prescribed
4. Watch for signs of infection (redness, swelling, pus, open oozing areas) and report to RN.
5. Encourage good Hygiene-frequent bathing and shampooing to prevent excess oil on scalp and body.
6. Follow up with dermatologist for routine appointments.
