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	Scabies is an itchy skin condition caused by a burrowing mite called Sarcoptes scabiei.  Symptoms – severe itching that is usually worse at night and a reash of tiny blisters or sores.

has a confirmed diagnosis of Scabies.

1. Apply topical	(follow instructions on medication insert).  Wear gloves and gown when applying prescribed lotion. Apply from neck down to toes, leave on overnight (8 hours). After 8 hours, wash off lotion (bathe/shower).  Put on clean clothes.

2. is incontinent, ensure that any cream removed during these 8 hours is again applied.

3. If more than one individual requires treatment, do at the same time.

4. Clip	fingernails.

5. Environmental Control – do on the same day the individual(s) is treated.
· Vacuum each room, upholstered furniture and then discard vacuum cleaner bag. Fumigation is not necessary.
· All clothes, bedding and towels used by	2 days before treatment should be washed in hot water; dried in a hot dryer.
· Place items that can’t be washed in a sealed plastic bag for 1-2 weeks.

6. Itching may be relieved by:
· Soaking in cool water or applying a cool, wet wash cloth to irritated areas of the skin.
· Application of Calamine Lotion and/or administer medication as prescribed.

7	Follow Standard Precautions.
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8. If all individuals are not treated, monitor for signs and symptoms during the next 2-6 weeks.
· Visual skin examination of each individual should be completed every day (e.g. at bath time).
· Document visual exam in Communication Log.

9. Notify day program, employees, etc. (those who were exposed to	).

10. Contact RN If:
· develops skin infection (open draining areas).
· develops new burrows or rashes, 48 hours after treatment.
· If any other untreated individual develops lesions.
