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	Pneumonia is an acute inflammation of the lung tissue that can be caused by a variety of infectious agents, chemical irritants, or radiation therapy.  There are different types of pneumonia but bacterial and viral are the most common.  Signs/Symptoms may include fever, cough, chills, chest pain, change in mental status, weakness, fatigue, and a decline in appetite.

	INFORMATION / INSTRUCTIONS

1. Administer medications as ordered by MD.

2. Take vital signs every shift and record; notify RN if temperature is 101°F or above.

3. Encourage to rest.

4. Increase fluids unless the person is on a fluid restriction.

5. Wash hands regularly and cover cough.

6. Report to RN:

· Chest pain 
· Difficulty Breathing
· Change in mental status
