___ PERSONALIZE is diagnosed with hypoxia (a condition where the body, or a part of it, doesn't get enough oxygen). For this reason, he/she is prescribed 2 liters of oxygen to be used continuously via nasal cannula.  ___ has an oxygen concentrator and tanks. Please follow the instructions.  
Staff action: 
· AMAP staff is to administer oxygen as ordered (see MAR) “Oxygen in Use” Sign must be hung around the house, on the front door and in his room.
· Follow the steps listed when administering oxygen 
Steps to administering oxygen.
1. Check Your Supply available on tank.
2. Attach the Tubing (nasal cannula).
3. Set the Flow Rate to 2 liters as prescribed.  The tank may already be set at prescribed amount.
4. Put the Cannula in his/her nose and then loop it around her ears and slide the cinch up to her neck.
5. Keep Your Equipment Clean.  Please check tubing (nasal cannula) and make sure that there are no holes, and the equipment is clean.  If you notice any issues, please contact the nurse or your director. 
Notify Nurse:
· If individual is refusing oxygen
· If the equipment is not working correctly

Call 911:
· Shortness of breath
· Chest pain
