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	MRSA is an antibiotic resistant staph infection that can be very difficult to treat. MRSA can be spread from skin to skin contact.  

	INFORMATION / INSTRUCTIONS

1. If the following signs and symptoms are discovered	, document in the residential notes, take	temperature, notify RN.

2. Administer antibiotics as ordered by primary physician.

3. Practice Universal Precautions.

4. Wash hands thoroughly with soap and water whenever they are soiled or come in contact with an individual.

5. May use alcohol based hand sanitizer if a sink is not immediately available.

6. Keep cuts and scrapes clean and covered with a bandage until healed.

7. Do not share personal items such as towels or razors.

8. Disinfect surfaces in individual’s room, countertops, bedrails and door handles daily.

9. Provide routine cleaning and disinfecting of	razor.

10. Remember to wash hands after all contact with	.

11. Surface clean house frequently.  Remember to clean shower, sink and toilet.
