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	Definition:  Your blood is made up different types of blood cells, including white blood cells, or leukocytes. White blood cells are an important part of your immune system, helping your body to fight off diseases and infections. If you have too few white blood cells, you have a condition known as leukopenia.

	INFORMATION / INSTRUCTIONS

1. Encourage good hand hygiene (wash hands frequently)
2. Monitor for any signs of infection and if observed contact RN:
· Fever 
· Tiredness
· Loss of appetite
· General discomfort
3. Follow up with medical providers as recommended
4. If individual has a common cold, monitor temperature daily and notify RN if 101F or above
5. Notify the RN if the person is exposed to the Flu or any other contagious illness


 Note:  You probably won’t notice any signs of leukopenia and this condition is monitored by MD.
