	A hysterectomy is the surgical removal of a woman’s uterus.  The uterus is also called the womb. Sometimes additional reproductive organs such as the ovaries and fallopian tubes are removed during a hysterectomy. All of these organs are located in the woman’s lower abdomen. Following a hysterectomy, the woman will no longer have a menstrual period each month, and will not be able to have children.

	INFORMATION / INSTRUCTIONS:

After Care:
1.  Monitor for fever or temperature of 101 degrees or higher every 4 hours for 48 hours after discharge (if noted contact RN)
2. Monitor incision site  for redness, bleeding through bandage, pussy, green or yellow discharge, or foul odor (if noted contact RN)
3. Use good hand hygiene when assisting with changing bandage at incision site
4. Contact RN if increase pain or discomfort is noted 
5. Monitor for constipation or diarrhea and if noted contact RN
6. Give medications as ordered for pain
7. Follow up with MD as ordered (per discharge instructions)
