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	Hyperthyroidism is when your thyroid is overactive and produces too much of a hormone called thyroxine.

	INFORMATION / INSTRUCTIONS

1. Monitor vital signs every	per physician order.

2. Monitor weight	per physician order.

3. Ensure blood work is obtained as ordered.

4. Administer medications as ordered.

5. Ensure	receives a well balanced diet.

6. Monitor	for signs and symptoms of Hyperthyroidism such as extreme nervousness, bizarre behavior, tremor, sweating, weight loss despite increased appetite, increased pulse	, increased blood pressure	, vomiting, mood swings, weakness, fatigue, and diarrhea. If observed, consult physician for recommendations.

7. Watch for signs of Thyroid Storm and seek medical attention immediately if noted. Symptoms include: abrupt onset of fever, sweating, increased pulse	, restlessness, tremors and confusion. This generally occurs if the Hyperthyroidism has been poorly treated or not treated at all.  It is usually triggered by infection, trauma, or a surgical emergency.
