2. Call 911 for any of these symptoms:  

· Headache(s) not relieved with medication.
· Vomiting

· Changes in vision or dizziness.
· Slurred speech

· Dizziness

· Fever and stiff neck, confusion
· Increased sleepiness, or difficult to wake up
· Seizure or loss of consciousness
3. Call RN if:

· Fever

· Neck and shoulder pain

· Skin around shunt looks red and sore to touch.
