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	Definition: The body normally hosts a variety of microorganisms, including bacteria and fungi. Some of these are useful to the body. Others may multiply rapidly and form infections. Fungi can live on the dead tissues of the hair, nails, and outer skin layers.

Signs and symptoms (Report any to RN):

· Signs of an allergic reaction, like rash; hives; itching; red, swollen, blistered, or peeling skin  wheezing; tightness in the chest or throat; trouble breathing or talking; unusual hoarseness; or swelling of the mouth, face, lips, tongue, or throat. 
· Very bad skin irritation. 



1. Take medication as prescribed by MD 
2. Follow up with MD as ordered. 
3. Keep skin dry and clean 
4. Wash and dry hands thoroughly after contact with any fungal infections
5. Notify the RN if skin is:  red, swollen, peeling or any signs or symptoms above occur.
