	INFORMATION / INSTRUCTIONS: 

A break or fracture of the jaw bone.  A broken jaw, also called mandibular fracture, is the second most commonly broken bone after the nose.  The jaw bone is the largest bone in the lower part of the face.  Broken jaws are more common among men than woman.
1. Administer pain medication as ordered especially prior to eating or participating in ADL’s.

2. Offer high calorie liquids, milkshakes, a soft diet.  Don’t allow individual to place fingers in mouth or manipulate wiring.

3. Ensure good oral hygiene by using soft toothbrush, brush teeth gently, after eating.
4. Follow up with doctor/surgeon as ordered.
5. Call RN immediately if increased bleeding, swelling or individual complains of severe pain.

6. Call 911:  difficulty breathing or heavy bleeding.
