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	People who have severe allergies may experience anaphylactic shock.  This is a life-threatening allergic reaction and staff MUST contact 911 and then the RN on-call.  Signs/Symptoms may include: swelling of the neck, face, lips, or tongue, feeling like you have something stuck in your throat, sweating, and/or hives developing.

	INFORMATION / INSTRUCTIONS

1. All staff working with	should be aware that	is allergic to 

2. All staff working with	should be trained on the use of an Epi-Pen.  This procedure will be reviewed with each staff member at the time of their annual medication recertification.

3. A staff member who is not medication certified may also be trained to administer the Epi-Pen. The home should notify the RN to request training.

4. All staff are to monitor	for signs and symptoms of a severe allergic reaction (anaphylaxis).  These include:
· Hives
· Swelling (especially the lips and face)
· Difficulty breathing
· Vomiting
· Diarrhea
· Cramping
· A fall in blood pressure

5. If	is noted to show signs and symptoms of a severe allergic reaction are noted;
· should receive a dose of the Epi-Pen, as ordered
· 911 should be called as further treatment may be required
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· The used Epi-Pen should be given to the emergency responders so they will be aware of the dose administered and are able to dispose of the pen properly

6. The Epi-Pen must be available for use at all times, including the home, day program, or any activity outside of the home.

7. The Epi-Pen must be kept at room temperature. Do not store in the refrigerator or in areas of extreme heat.

8. The Epi-Pen should be checked monthly to ensure they are replaced prior to the expiration date.

9. For transportation to and from program. The house staff is required to remind/notify the driver that	is allergic to  and to call 911 if he/she is showing signs/symptoms of anaphylactic shock.  This should also occur as the person is getting on the bus to return home from program as drivers may change.
