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	Dementia is an irreversible, progressive brain disorder that slowly destroys memory, thinking skills, and eventually the ability to carry out simple tasks.  Symptoms usually occur when the person is in their sixties.  Early symptoms may include forgetting tasks that used to come easily to the person or getting lost in familiar places.

	INFORMATION / INSTRUCTIONS

1. Administer medications as directed by physician.

2. Observe, report, and record any adverse side effects to the medications as indicated on Medication Specific Information Sheet to the RN.

3. Read and follow behavior plan.

4. Maintain a secure, safe environment.

5. Orient person to person, place, and time.

6. Stay as consistent with daily activities/routines as possible.  Avoid changes.

7. Familiarize	with new situations or changes in a clear, concise manner. Add small changes one or two at a time.  Reinforce changes without repeating them.

8. Mental stimulation (i.e. TV, radio, newspapers, visits from family, and familiar friends).

9. Keep within sight when out in the community.

10. Call RN if there are any sudden changes in behavior.
