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	Definition:  An ICD (implantable Cardioverter Defribrillator) is a battery-powered device placed under the skin that keeps track of your heart rate. Thin wires connect the ICD to your heart. If an abnormal heart rhythm is detected the device will deliver an electric shock to restore a normal heartbeat if your heart is beating chaotically and much too fast.

All staff at time of initial training must read and sign the back of this form.

1. ICD should be checked on a routine basis or as needed to ensure that it is working properly. (i.e. wires, batteries and performance).
2. Encourage to stay away from magnets and strong electrical fields.
3. If experiencing fever, chills, or palpitations notify RN
4. If complains of Chest pain/pressure, nausea/vomiting, shortness of breath, profuse sweating, dizziness, and or fainting call 911 and notify RN.
