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	 Coronary artery disease develops when the major blood vessels that supply your heart with blood, oxygen, and nutrients become damaged or diseased.  Simply known as heart disease.  The most common symptom is chest pain or discomfort.  This pain is felt when the heart is not getting enough blood or oxygen.

1. Observe	on a daily basis.  If any of the following symptoms are noted take vital signs immediately and call RN:
· Chest pain (angina) especially during exercise or in response to stress, exposure to cold, or after a heavy meal
· Heart rate/pulse is above	or below	beats per minute
· Respirations are over	or less than	times per minute and/or the respirations are irregular (that is, they have an uneven rhythm)
· Top number of blood pressure is over	or less than	OR bottom number of blood pressure is over	or less than
· Profuse sweating
· Cool, mottled skin (lace-like purple/gray color)

2. Take vital signs every	hours for	hours/days as instructed by the RN.
