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	Conjunctivitis is also known as pink eye.  It is redness and swelling of the conjunctiva, the mucous membrane that lines the eyelid and surface of the eye.  Symptoms may include:  redness, itching, a gritty feeling, tearing, and a discharge that forms a crust during the night that may prevent your eye or eyes from opening in the morning. 

	INFORMATION / INSTRUCTIONS


1. Administer medication as ordered.

2. Monitor for side effects of medication as per Medication Information Sheet. If noted, notify RN.

3. Monitor for increased redness or swelling, if noted notify RN.

4. Keep eyelids clean by gently scrubbing the edges of the eyelids  1-2 days with a wash cloth or cotton swab dipped in a diluted solution of baby shampoo (2-3 drops in ½ cup of warm water).

5. Warm compresses 1-2 days  may ease the itching and burning.

6. Monitor for any changes that could indicate a change in eyesight and refer to MD.

7. Additional instructions for this person:
