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	Candidiasis is a fungal infection.  When it affects the mouth it is commonly called Thrush.  It may look like white patches on the tongue or in the mouth and throat.  It may also include soreness and difficulty swallowing.  When it affects the vagina it is called a yeast infection.  General symptoms include genital itching, burning, and a “cottage-cheese like” discharge. 

	INFORMATION / INSTRUCTIONS

1. Observe for signs and symptoms of candidiasis such as vaginal itching and/or a white cheesy discharge from the vagina and notify RN if noted. 
2. If symptoms occur notify the doctor.
3. Administer anti-fungal medications as prescribed by the doctor, these may include vaginal suppositories.
4. A female consumer is more prone to candidiasis if she is on antibiotic therapy, observe for symptoms.
5. Provide the consumer with yogurt with live cultures to help re-establish the natural bacterial flora of the vagina.
