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	 A blister is a small pocket of body fluid within the upper layers of the skin, typically caused by forceful rubbing, burning, freezing, chemical exposure, or infection.  Most blisters are filled with a clear fluid, either serum or plasma, however they can also be filled with blood or pus. 

	INFORMATION / INSTRUCTIONS


1. Care of blister per MD orders
2. Document size, location, & treatment.
3. Take to follow up MD appointments per recommendations on consults.
4. If area of redness and blister increases in size or the surrounding tissue becomes warm and firm to touch refer to RN for further recommendations.
5. Monitor for signs and symptoms of infection i.e. skin warm to touch, has decreased energy, area surrounding blister becomes warm to touch, increase in discomfort to blister area, thick and/or foul smelling drainage from blister area. If any of these are observed call RN for further recommendations.
