1. Follow post-operative instructions as written on discharge summary. (RN to include instructions)
2. Take medications as ordered.
3. Notify RN or MD immediately if any of the following occur:
· Any increase in Jaundiced appearance (yellow skin)
· Decreased appetite, nausea, vomiting
· Fever (temperature is 101F	)
· Increased pain
· Abdominal swelling
· Has not urinated in 8 hours or urine is dark in color
· Weakness/swelling of the extremities
· Becomes confused or less responsive
