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	ADHD is a brain disorder marked by an ongoing pattern of inattention and/or hyperactivity-impulsivity that interferes with functioning or development.  Inattention- getting distracted easily, having poor concentration or organizational skills.  Impulsivity – interrupting, taking risks.   

	INFORMATION / INSTRUCTIONS


1. Administer medication as directed by physician.

2. Observe, report, and record any reactions or side-affects to the medications as indicated on Medication Specific Information Sheet.

3. Read and follow behavioral plan.

4. Help	to learn to focus his/her attention on the task by keeping stimuli to minimum.

5. Help	develop his/her personal strengths (i.e. art work, reading).

6. Allow time for physical activity (i.e. walks, play time).

7. Keep instructions to tasks simple and direct.

8. Call RN if there is any change in behavior.
