	Ataxia describes a lack of muscle control during voluntary movements, such as walking or picking up objects.  A sign of underlying condition, ataxia can affect movement, speech, eye movement and swallowing.  Signs/symptoms may include poor coordination, unsteady walk and tendency to stumble, difficulty with fine motor tasks like eating, writing, or buttoning.  There is no treatment for ataxia but underlying issues can be treated.
